Scarborough High School Common Lab Report Format
All written lab reports will use this format:
· Title: Name of lab, name of student, name of students in the lab group, and date. A cover page that contains this information is optional.
· Purpose: The student should clearly state what is being done to demonstrate the concept during the lab. The length of the purpose should be 1-2 sentences. A hypothesis, introduction of the concept, or theory involved may be required depending on the lab.
· Procedure: The student should clearly state what was done step by step, so that someone could repeat the lab. A list of materials, diagrams, and drawings may be required depending on the lab. 
· Data/Calculations/Analysis/Results: The information gathered in the lab should be organized and presented in this section. The teacher will decide which forms are appropriate for each lab.
· Conclusions: Your conclusions about the lab should be stated in this section, reduced to 1 sentence. This should refer back to your purpose.

· Reflections: How does the lab apply to real life? What did you learn? How would you make the lab better? How could the lab be extended? You should also answer any assigned questions in this section.

· Above and Beyond: You will be asked to take the investigation one step further in order to reach the “A” level. This will be explained by the teacher and could include further experiments, research, computer simulation, or further reflection.
